It will be the first we 
have joined our family in several years. But enough of that! 

Looking out my office window I see something strange on the ground; it is white and 
cold to pick up with the temperature hovering around 28F. Break out the long johns, 
boots and gloves! 

Outside of the weather, it will mark the first Christmas/New Year we have not 
celebrated with you, our friends; also I have asked to preach on Advent 4 and 
Christmas Eve at a church I have only been in twice before. I pray they will come 
away enriched in mind and spirit. 

Bishop Gibbs has licensed me for the Diocese of Michigan but there is something a 
little different here; there are 4 dioceses in the State of Michigan and if you are 
licensed in one you are automatically licensed in all four. The Bishop has promised 
not to sent me to Upper Michigan until summer; thank you Bishop. 

Our apartment is now almost completely devoid of boxes, there are pictures on the 
walls and I can see the carpet in my office now that all of those boxes are gone.

Finally, what will I preach to this unfamiliar church? I will preach about St. Mary on 
Advent 4 and about the miracle of Jesus' birth on Christmas Eve. It is not that they 
haven't heard these wondrous tales before, it is simply that we need to be reminded 
that the Scriptures revealing this wonder cry out to be heard again and again. Isaiah 
foretold of the coming of "the Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting 
Father, Prince of Peace" while the New Testament attests to His actual arrival. You 
and I, indeed the whole world needs to be reminded of that great gift and then bring 
our best gift, the gift of love, to others who may be feeling unloved. That will be my 
Christmas Message.
