Please join us! 
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Here we are in March and observing the Lenten Season, preparing ourselves for the 
Day of Resurrection, Easter. How well are we preparing? 

I have been asked on occasion whether the Episcopal Church, or for that matter, 
whether the Anglican Communion observed the rite of auricular confession. I began 
to give some thought to the question and asked myself, “Why has the Church 
seemingly kept this quiet?” I came to the conclusion that I did not have a good 
answer. 

It was at that point that I remembered and referred back to the Thirty Nine Articles; 
you know them now as a part of the Historical Documents found at the back of The 
Book of Common Prayer. In Article XXV we read here are two Sacraments 
ordained of Christ our Lord in the Gospel, that is to say, Baptism and the Supper of 
the Lord.” 

When we read further, we find, “Those five commonly called Sacraments, that is to 
say, Confirmation, Penance, Orders, Matrimony and Extreme Unction, are not to be 
counted for Sacraments of the Gospel…” I won’t quote the whole Article as you can 
read it for yourself. However, having quoted that much, I find it interesting to note 
that Penance, or as we have come to know it, The Reconciliation of a Penitent, is 
given in two Forms (see page 447 ff). The Rubrics accompanying the Rite state, 
“The Reconciliation of a Penitent is available for all who desire it. It is not restricted 
to times of illness. Confessions may be heard anytime and anywhere.” 

In addition to the Rites in the BCP, my Manual for Priests also has several different 
forms for hearing Confessions. So what I am attempting to convey is simply this, for 
those who have asked me the question, the short answer is, “Yes!” we do have such a 
Rite.

Pivotal means crucial or absolutely necessary. Such is the cross on which Jesus died. 
It represents salvation from sin and death. To see sin in all its cruelty and depravity, 
look at the cross. The cross can jar a person to the core.  

In his parent’s bedroom, a teenager noticed a picture he’d never paid attention to 
before. It was a vivid scene of the Crucifixion. As the boy studied it, his emotions 
began to stir. He saw the helpless Christ dying, the helmeted soldiers bearing spears, 
the crowd seething with hatred. Jesus was pinned to the cross, bleeding and helpless. 
Mary stood nearby, consumed by grief. 

The picture revealed sin and its results: suffering and death. What if the room had a 
different picture, with an empty tomb and an angel announcing Christ’s resurrection? 
Those represent that God loves mankind so much he still wants to save us, no matter 
what we’ve done. 

“May I never boast of anything except the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by which 
the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world” (Galatians 6:14, NRSV).

We will spend about an hour in study, 
sharing and prayer. Presently we are using a new curriculum which focuses more on 
spiritual growth and healing of the person doing ministry than on the ministry itself.
