An excerpt from  
“In congress, July 4, 1776 

A DECLARATION By the REPRESENTATIVES of the 
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, 

In GENERAL CONGRESS ASSEMBLED. 

We hold thefe* Truths to be self-evident, that all Men are created equal, that they are 
endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable rights . . .” 

*that is not a mistake in spelling; it is an “s” as was used at the time. 

It would seem to me the use of “Creator” would indicate an acknowledgement that 
there was a higher “authority” engaged in the formation of our country. Yes, I know 
there are those who would disagree with my interpretation and immediately go to the 
Amendment of the Constitution, which some have called the “separation of Church 
and State”, or, as some have called it, the wall between Church and State. 

I am open to discussing the issue, however, looking back through time and 
recognizing the fact the Church of England was the “Established Church” in 
England, it would appear to a more reasonable consideration to view the Amendment 
in this light. I suggest the writers of the Amendment had in mind eliminating the 
possibility of an “Established Church” as opposed to proscribing prayer in the 
classroom. It is rather ironic that Congress opens with a prayer by its Chaplain! 

Now, having that off my chest, I wish you and our nation a most happy celebration 
of our liberties and our freedom to disagree agreeably.
